Q. Who do I ask if I don’t understand the 

Rules? 

A. A member of the Match Committee would 

provide the most concrete answers 

regarding all aspects of our events, the 

shop has a general ‘how to’ competition 

book while Rules Seminars are held 

annually through SEQDGA Clubs. 

 

Q. What can done if a golfer continues to 

break etiquette - causing a distraction to 

my game? 

A. Drop a note into the suggestion box, 

usually when one golfer’s standards slip, 

others can quickly mimic; the Committee 

will act appropriately. 

 

Q. I hate to be held up, how can I ensure 

golfers let me through? 

A. Golfers must avoid fast play as they 

would slow play.  Practise patience or 

play on a quiet day to avoid hold-ups.   

 

Q. Lost or found something? 

A. The Shop holds all Lost & Found items 

for three months. 

 

Q. How can I find out what events are being 

held? 

A. Events (home & away) are posted on the 

clubhouse noticeboard. 

 

Q. How can I volunteer? 

A. Volunteers run the Committee and all Club 

events, if you are able to contribute eg.  

 by attending Golf Union Meetings, 

every 12weeks over a year

event
